The chaperone meeting on May 31st is not optional.  All chaperones must be in attendance to go over the June 3rd trip.  It is crucial for an out of state trip of this scope.  Please do not request to be a chaperone unless you can attend the chaperone meeting.

Every student must be attended for on our trip.  Your most important focus will be serving as chaperone for the students of our Judd School Chorus.   If chosen, you will be assigned to one of the below jobs.  I am especially looking for good driving navigators, a bus leader/teacher, or those willing to drive. If you are chosen to drive, you will be grouped with another chaperone that will need to ride the bus with the students. Chaperone Bus Leaders –Main chaperone on bus.  Creates rules for the bus and a sign for your bus window.  Overall chaperone main contact.  Connects with bus driver.

Ticket Managers-Counts and gives out tickets for each chaperoned group (including teachers) before we leave for Dorney Park.

Chaperone Navigation-Brings a hard copy of directions as well as GPS on trip.  Rides bus and leads bus driver to Kutztown University and Dorney Park.

Stage Crew-Helps with moving performance equipment on day of trip
G.
Health Managers-Assists nurse.  Rides the bus, takes health bag.
H.
Food and Trash-Collects trash after lunch and at the end of the night. 
J.
Driving Parent Liasons-Bus Chaperones who keep in contact with driving parents so they may easily meet up with their group.  (We may need some parents to drive.)
